Driving Directions:

From Garden State Parkway – Southbound: 

Cross the Raritan River (just past the river is a toll booth) - stay to the right lane and take the second exit for Rte. 9 South.  As you come off the GSP -- pass the 1st street, an Exxon gas station, and a car rental, you will then go over a short overpass and take the next turnoff for "South Amboy and Parlin".  Go to the stop sign and bear left towards "Parlin" -- you will now be on Rte. 615 south.  

Stay on this road approx. 5 miles.  (4 traffic lights – turn right onto River Rd. at the 4th light) - then the first left onto OAK St. for one long block.  AT the next intersection (Maple St.) is a small park – there is street parking on both sides of the park and the EB MUSEUM is directly across from the park.  The MUSEUM is an old church bldg.  Use the front doors for access.
From the Garden State Parkway – Northbound:

Exit the GSP at Exit #105 (Rte. 18 North) for approx. 12 miles to the exit for Rte. 527 to “Main St./Spotswood”.  At the stop sign after exiting Rte. 18, make a left on Old Bridge Turnpike and the first right onto Chestnut Street.  Stay on Chestnut Street for 3 blocks to Maple St. – make a right and the Museum is on your right - #16 Maple St.  Park on the street on either side of the small park - opposite the Museum.

From the NJ Turnpike – North or South:

Exit the NJ Turnpike at Exit #9 onto Rte.18 South/East for approx. 4 miles.  You will pass the 

Brunswick Square Mall on your right, the exit is after two more traffic lights.  Take the exit 

marked “Spotswood & the Amboys” (this is the second exit marked Spotswood – DO NOT exit at the 

Summerhill Rd. marked exit!)  Then, at the bottom of the exit ramp, make a left onto Main street.  

Continue to the second traffic light and make a left onto River Rd.  Make the next left onto OAK St.

for one long block.  AT the next intersection (Maple St.) is a small park – there is street parking on 
both sides of the park and the EB MUSEUM is directly across from the park.  The MUSEUM
is an old church bldg.  Use the front doors for access.
